The purpose of this funding opportunity is
to fund up to 25 local projects for a period of 26 months to build
momentum toward ending California’s tobacco epidemic through
policy, systems, and environmental change strategies and increasing
community engagement in these initiatives within populations that
have been disproportionately targeted by the tobacco industry,
including the following population groups: African American/Black;
Asian American, Native Hawaiian, and Pacific Islander (AANHPI);
